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Gifu Prefecture is located in the heart of Japan, with the

Nagara River flowing through four cities in its central region
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At this site, where inland fisheries revolving around the
ayu (Plecoglossus altivelis altivelis) and other fishes flourish,
the Nagara River and its pristine waters are conserved as
part of the lifestyles of the people. Both the river and the
ayu are deeply connected to the region economically,
historically and culturally.
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The pristine waters of the Nagara River are preserved on a basin that is home

to 860,000 people.
The Nagara River System is the cyclical “Satokawa” system links the aguatic
environment, fishing resources and daily lives of the people.
